18pc of Covid-19 ICU beds used

KUALA LUMPUR: Almost 18 per
cent of intensive care unit (ICU)
beds in the country are being
used to treat Covid-19 patients.

Health director-general Tan Sri
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said
151 out of 861 ICU beds allocated
for Covid-19 patients nationwide
were occupied. .

Only Selangor and Putrajaya
had an ICU bed occupancy raté of
more than 50 percent.

All three ICU beds in Putrajaya
were occupied, while 51 per cent
of ICU beds in Selangor were
iy slto-huid e ighes

Putrajaya also
occupancy of non-critical hospi-
tal beds at 63 per cent.

"On April 12, a total of 394
Covid-19 patients were admitted
to hospitals, with 162 patients, or

41.1 per cent, in categories 3, 4
and 5, and 232 patients, or 589
percent, in categories 1and 2,” Dr
Noor Hisham said yesterday.

Meanwhile, the country report-
ed 9,002 new cases up to Tuesday,
including 52 imported cases
from 50 Malaysians and two for-
eigners.

Among the new infections, 151
cases (69 confirmed Covid-19 cas-
es, and 82 suspected, probable
and under investigation cases)
were being treated in ICUs, with
97 requiring breathing aid.

A majority of the new cases
were in Category 1 and 2 at 4,759
and 4,176 cases respectively.

“Only 26 cases were reported to
bein category 3, 20 in Category 4,
and 21in Category 5.

“Ofthe 67 cases in Category 3, 4

and 5, nine (13.43 per cent) in-
volve those who have not been
vaccinated or have not complet-
ed their vaccinations, 22 involved
those who have received both
doses but have not received their
booster dose, and 36 involved
those who have received their
booster dose, .

“A total of 40 patients were
aged 60 and above, and 41 had
comorbidities.” he added.

Data on the Health Ministry's
CovidNow portal also reported
30 new deaths up to Tuesday,
including six brought-in-dead
cases.

Sabah to get Covid antiviral
pills in two weeks -

KOTA KINABALU: The Sabah
Health Department will get the
Covid-19 oral drug within two
weeks, said its director, Datuk Dr
Rose Nani Mudin.

“Most probably, we will be get-
ting the (antiviral) pills within
two weeks and they will be used
in accordance with guidelines.

“The National Regulatory Phar-

macy Agency has evaluated the

side effects, which will be mon-
itored closely.

“This medication will be given
to patients in Category 1 and 2,
but we are still waiting for the
guidelines,” she said yesterday.

On Monday, it was reported
that the Health Ministry had re-
ceived 48,000 pills of Pfizer’s an-
tiviral drug for the treatment of
Covid-19, Paxlovid,

Health director-general Tan Sri
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah was
quoted as saying that the pro-
curement of the oral drug, which
was recommended for the treat-
ment of Covid-19 patients aged 18
and above who did not require
oxygen therapy, but were at high
risk of manifesting severe symp-
toms, had arrived at Pharmani-
aga Logistic Sdn Bhd.

Dr Noor Hisham, on Twitter,
said the antiviral drug was not
intended to be used as a substi-
tute for Covid-19 vaccination or
public health measures to pre-
vent Covid-19 infections.

“Paxlovid is another weapon
against Covid-19, which is an an-
tiviral drug for the treatment of

: Covid-19. It is given immediately

after a patient tests positive for
Covid-19 and within five days of
symptoms onset, for optimal ef-
fectiveness,” he said.

On the vaccination among chil-
dren in Sabah, Dr Rose said the
low rate was due to caregivers'
reluctance.

“Up to yesterday (Tuesday), the
vaccination rate for those aged 5
to 11 is at 24.4 per cent.

“But, we will still continue giv-
ing the vaccine through schools,
outreach programmes and also at
190 vaccination centres,” she

KUALA LUMPUR: The first dose of the Covid- .
19 vaccine under the National Covid-19
Immupisation Programme for Children
(PICKids) will not be offered after May 15,
says Deputy Health Minister [ Datuk Dr Noor
Azmi Ghazali.

He said the deadline was set by the Covid-
19 Immunisation Task Force for Children
(CITF-C) due to the low take-up of the vac-
cine, which could lead to high vaccine wast-
age.
