in Sungai Buloh and the

Tengku Ampuan
Rahimah Hospital (HTAR) in
Klang, both in Selangor, are now
serving as Covid-19 Quarantine
and Low Risk Treatment Centres
(PKRC).

Health director-general Tan Sri
Dr Noor Hisham Abdullah said
the central region PKRC at the
Malaysia Agro Exposition Park
Serdang (MAEPS), which was re-
activated in late February, had
been closed.

In early May, he said the
MAEPS PKRC would be shut
down due to the declining num-
ber of patients.

“The MAEPS PKRC was closed
last month (May) and NLCC and
HTAR PKRC have been opened to
cater to patients in the Klang Val-
ley.

“NLCC and HTAR PKRC have
510 and 30 beds respectively. Up
to June 13, there were 10 patients
and patient under investigation
at NLCC and four at HTAR.

“Categories of patients admit-

ted into PKRC are mainly 1 and 2,”
he told the New Straits Times.

MAEPS PKRC was first opened
in 2020 before it was closed on
Feb 8 this year.

Less than three weeks later,
however, it was reopened due to
the increasing number of pa-
tients infected with the Covid-19
Omicron strain.

Dr Noor Hisham said NLCC and
HTAR were two of six PKRCs that
were active nationwide up to
June 6, with a total of 706 beds,

In Kelantan, there are three
PKRCs: Tumpat Hospital Train-
ing Centre with 80 beds, Tengku
Anis Hospital’s Rufaida Hostel
{46 beds) and Pasir Mas Hospital
training hostel (30 beds).

In Sabah, the Health Ministry
Training Institute in Sandakan
serves as a 10-bed PKRC.

Given the low number of pa-
tients at the PKRC, Dr Noor
Hisham said the ministry had
been assessing the need to close
or scale them down.

He said PKRCs would be man-
aged by state Health Depart-
ments.

He said there were 518 Covid-19
Assessment Centres (CAC), of
which 12 were not in the min-
istry’s health facilities, such
as sports centres and council
halls.

In Epidemiological Week (EW)
23 from June 5 to 11, CACs as-
sessed 3,383 patients, he said.

He shared data showing a
downward trend of cases seen by
CACs between EW19, with 4,659
patients, and EW22, with 3,704.

“The ministry tracks daily ac-

tive cases through the virtual
CAC.

“The number of active cases
hasincreased by six per cent from
20,363, in EW22, to 21,591 in
EW23. Ministry staff do not visit
Covid-19 patients who are isolat-
ing at home. All patients are em-
powered to adhere to the Home
Surveillance Order (HSO).

“In emergencies, patients can
contact the emergency contact
number for assistance or go to the
emergency department of the
nearest hospital,” he added.

He said 26,510 cases were mon-
itored at home by CAC General
Practitioners (CACGP) in 2021,
but the number had dropped to
2,773 this year.

Prior to August 2021, selected
GPs had been appointed under
the Prevention and Control of In-
fectious Diseases Act (Act 342) to
monitor cases at home, and issue
the HSO, wristband and Release
Order, he said.

With the advent of the digital
HSO via the MySejahtera appli-
cation, beginning August 2021,
all GPs were allowed to remotely
monitor Covid-19 cases, he said.

This, he added, was for patients
who preferred to see their own
GP.

“However, the figures for 2022
are likely an underestimation, as
the majority of GPs do not claim
payment from the ministry as
they enrol and see patients on
their own.

“Of'the 1,459 GPs appointed un-
der Act 342, 87 were offering
CACGP services up to March this
year,” he said.

No deaths reported on Sunday

KUALA LUMPUR: For the first time
since Dec 18, 2020, Malaysia re-
ported zero deaths due to
Covid-19 on Sunday, said Health
Minister Khairy Jamaluddin on
Twitter.

“Our transition to endemicity
has been calibrated and da-
ta-driven. Let us pray it continues
paying off,” the minister tweeted
on Sunday.

The coronavirus has claimed
35,732 lives in Malaysia in two
years.

However, since April 22, daily
deaths were in single digits. The
highest number of fatalities since

then were nine deaths, reported
on April 28.

No brought-in-dead cases have
been reported since June 15.

On average, eight deaths oc-
curred for every one million peo-
plein the country since the coun-
try began its transition to en-
demicity two months ago.

Malaysia reported 1,690
Covid-19 cases on Sunday, a de-
crease from the 2,127 logged on
Saturday.

The CovidNow portal reported
that only 10 of these cases were
imported.

Malaysia’s case tally is

4,540,612, and the recovery tally
is 4,478,936.

The number of active cases has
dropped to 25,944 after 2,108 pa-
tients recovered from Covid-19
on Sunday.

According to the portal, 24,906
people are isolating at home,
while 15 are at quarantine and
treatment centres.

About 1,000 patients are in hos-
pital, including 414 admitted on
Sunday.

Twenty-three patients are in
Intensive Care Units (ICU), in-
cluding 15 of them on ventilator
support.

PUTRAJAYA: The  National
Covid-19 Immunisation
Programme for Children
(PICKids) will be open for five
days, from yesterday until Eriday,
for children aged five to 11 to get
vaccinated. .

Deputy Health Minister Datuk
Dr Noor Azmi Ghazali said the
vaccination  drive was in
conjunction with the 2022
National Immunisation Week on
June 16.

“The opening of this
vaccination is for parents who
now wish to get the Covid-19
vaccine for children who missed it
before and to address Health
Ministry concerns over the safety
of children from vaccine-
preventable diseases,” he said
yesterday.

Noor Azmi said parents can
get their children vaccinated
without an appointment at health
clinics under the ministry until
Friday.

The distribution was based on
available vaccines on that day, If
the day’s stock has run out,
parents would have to return the
next day. 3

Noor Azmi said parents who
have just learned about the Covid-
19 vaccination, or have just
decided to allow their children to
get vaccinated, are encouraged to
take up the opportunity.

He said for children reaching the
age of five, parents can still
book vaccination appointments,
according to the date and place of
vaceination of choice, through the

recorded a 27.9% increase in the
number of new Covid-19 cases for the
24th epidemiological week (ME24),
from June 12 to 18, to 14,195 cases
compared with 11,098 cases reported
in the previous week (ME 23).
